Instructio ns  
At the Computer: 

The first three steps will be to set up the workspace and will be used for all of the quilt 

blocks. They will not be repeated.  The designs will not be resized for this quilt project. If 

you wish to resize any designs, use SizeWorks and work within any one of the platform 

programs.  

1. Since LetterWorks III is so versatile, it can be used as a stand-alone program or 

within any of the platform programs such as CustomWorks or Studio III. With this 

project, we will use it as a stand-alone program. Open the program by clicking on the 

LetterWorks III  icon on the desktop. 

2. To place the hoop on the workspace, click on menu View and click on Select Hoop.  

Select the 200mm x 200mm hoop. Click OK. Note: If you are using a machine with a 

smaller hoop, adjust the size of the design so that it fits in your largest hoop.   

3. Click on the Grid  icon to place the grid on the workspace. 

4. Change the color of the font as desired by selecting a color from the Color Palette. 

5. After the completion of each design, click on New  on the top toolbar to open a 

new page.  

 

Block 1: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the Monkey design Cuddle120.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace.  

2. Left click on the design and move it to the bottom left side within the hoop. (See the 

illustration below for placement.)  The design should be approximately four grids up 

and four grids in from the hoop lines.  
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3. To add the single letter, click on the Text  icon on the left toolbar. Left click 

anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field.  Type in the Letter ñM...ò. 

Select the 2 Color Recreation font from the dropdown. Set the Height to 30.00mm 

and click on Apply.  (See the illustration below for the settings.)  

 

4. To create the word for this block, click on the Vertical Text icon on the left 

toolbar. Left click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in 

the word ñMONKEYò. Select the 2 Color Recreation font from the dropdown.  Set 

the Height at 20.00mm and click on Apply.  
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5. Place the letter ñMò above the monkey and place the word Monkey to the right of the 

monkey. (See the illustration below for placement.)   

 

6. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

7. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 1. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 2: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the Frog design Cuddle104.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the workspace.  

2. Place the design to the left of center in the hoop. 

3. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñFéò and select the Full Block 2 font. Set the 

Height to 32.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)  

  

4. To create the word for this block, click on the Text icon on the left toolbar. Left 

click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in the word 

ñFROGò. Select Aunt Bertha font from the dropdown.  Set the Height at 18.00mm 

and click on Apply.  (See the Illustration below.)  
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5. Place the letter above the frog with the left side of the letter even with the left side of 

the frog. Place the word below the frog with the first letter centered under the frogôs 

left foot. (See the illustration below for placement.)  

 

8. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

9. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 2. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 3: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the Giraffe design Cuddle101.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace. Place the design slightly below center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñGéò and select the Sweet as Candy font. Set the 

Height to 25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)   
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3. To create the word for this block, click on the Vertical Text  icon on the left 

toolbar. Left click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in 

the word ñGIRAFFEò. Select the Shadow Caps font from the drop down.  Set the 

Height at 20.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.) 

      
4. Place the letter above the giraffe and place the word on the right side of the giraffe. 

(See the illustration below for placement.)  

 

5. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

6. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 3. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 4: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the Owl design Cuddle106.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the workspace. 

Place the design slightly in the center of the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñOéò and select Children font. Set the Height to 

30.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)                   
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3. To create the word for this block, click on the Text  icon on the left toolbar. Left 

click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in the word 

ñOWLò. Select Children font from the drop down.  Set the Height at 20.00mm and 

click on Apply.  (See the illustration below.)                      

 
4. Place the letter above the owl and place the word below the owl. (See the illustration 

below for placement.)  

 

5. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

6. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 4. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 5: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 
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the zebra design Cuddle105.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the workspace. 

Place the design in the center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñZéò and select the Eldorado font. Set the Height 

to 25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)  

 

3. To create the word for this block, click on the Text  icon on the left toolbar. Left 

click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in the word 

ñZ~E~B~R~Aò while placing a Tilde between each of the letters. The Tilde is 

location on the row of keys with the numbers and is the first key on that row. Hold 

down the Shift key to place the Tilde while tapping on the key. This will place a 

thread change for each of the letters. Select the Teddy Bear font from the drop down.  

Set the Height at 20.00mm and click on Apply.  Set the Spacing at 3. (See the 

illustration below.)      

 
4. Place the letter above the zebra and place the word below the zebra. (See the 

illustration below for placement.)  
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5. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

6. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 5. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 6: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the sheep design Cuddle118.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace. Place the design in the center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñSéò and select the Newspaper font. Set the 

Height to 20.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)                                         

 

3. To create the word for this block, click on the Circle Text  icon on the left 

toolbar. Left click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in 

the word ñSHEEPò on the Lower line.  Select the Newspaper font from the drop 

down.  Set the Height at 20.00mm and click on Apply.  (See the illustration below.) 

 
4. Place the letter above the sheep and place the word below the sheep. If the adjust the 

radius of the circle needs to be adjusted, click on the navy blue dot located on the 

letter ñEò. When the rotate tool appears, move the tool upward to make the radius 

smaller or move downward in increase the size of the radius. (The illustration below 

shows the Radius tool.)   
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(The following illustration shows the finished block.) 

 

7. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

8. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 6. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 7: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the tiger design Cuddle115.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the workspace. 

Place the design in the center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text  icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñTéò and select the Camp Granada NF font. Set 

the Height to 25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)                 
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3. To create the word for this block, click on the Text  icon on the left toolbar. Left 

click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in the word 

ñTIGERò on the Lower line.  Select the Camp Granada NF font from the drop down.  

Set the Height at 20.00mm and Set the Spacing at 4. Click on Apply.  (See the 

illustration below.)  

 
4. Place the letter above and to the left of the tiger and center the word below the tiger 

(as shown in the following illustration).    

 

5. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

6. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 7. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 8: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the hippopotamus design Cuddle116.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace. Place the design in the center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñHéò and select the Ribbon font. Set the Height 

to 25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)                             
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3. To create the word for this block, click on the Text on Path   icon on the left 

toolbar. Left click anywhere on the workspace. Select the Double path from the 

dialog box.  

 
4. After the path has been placed on the workspace, right click on the line and select 

Edit Base Line.  Move any of the Blue boxes so that the path has less of a curve to 

them. If you move a point too far just move it back.  

 
 

5. After you have finished adjusting the line, type in the word ñHIPOPOTAMUSò.  

Click on the ABC icon in the properties field.  If the word turns red (as shown in the 

illustration below) the word is spelled incorrectly.   It is up to you to find the correct 

spelling.  The correct spelling would be ñHIPPOPOTAMUSò. Make the change and 

click on the Spell Check again icon again. When the word is spelled correctly a 

dialog box will open as shown in the second illustration.     
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Select the Ribbon font from the drop down.  Set the Height at 17.0mm.  Set the width 

to 130.0 and click on Apply. (See the illustration above.) If your base line is different 

from the sample, the Height and Width will need to be adjusted. Center the word 

below the animal.  

6. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

7. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 8. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 9: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the lion design Cuddle113.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the workspace. 

Place the design in the center in the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñLéò and select the Berlin Sans FB font. Set the 

Height to 25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.)  Move the letter 

above the Lion design (as shown in the second illustration below).  

    

3. To create the word for this block, click on the Text  icon on the left toolbar. Left 

click anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. Type in the word 

ñLIONò on the Text field. Select the Colona MT font from the drop down.  Set the 

Height at 30.00mm. Click on Apply.   
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4. Center the word below the lion as shown in the illustration below.  

 

5. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

6. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) and give the file the 

name Block 9. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery 

machine will read.  

 

Block 10 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the panda design Cuddle111.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace. Place the design in the center of the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñPéò and select Sponge font. Set the Height to 

30.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.) 

3. Place the letter to the center left of the panda design.

4. To create the words that surrounds the bear, click on the Circle Text . Click 

anywhere on the workspace to open the Properties field. In the Upper field type in 

ñPANDAò and on the Lower field type in ñBEARò. Set the Height to 22.3 and the 

Width to 115.6. Click on Apply.  

           
5. Surround the design with the words (as shown in the following illustration). If you 

need to make adjustments to the lettering, click on the Blue Diamonds to adjust the 

spacing between the letters. Or, if you need to adjust the arc of the words click on the 

Blue dot under the letter N.                         

 

6. Click on Print Preview and follow the prompts to print out a template of the 

design.  

7. Click on File Save As and save as a Working File format (.blf) give the file the name 

Block 10. Then, save as a .pes file to the media device that your embroidery machine 

will read.  

 

Block 11: 

1. To place the design on the workspace, click on the Merge Design  icon on the 

top toolbar. Retrieve the design from the installed location. Scroll down and select 

the snake design Cuddle110.pes. Click on Open to place the design on the 

workspace. Place the design in the center of the hoop. 

2. Click on the Text  icon and click anywhere on the workspace to open the 

Properties field. Type in the letter ñSéò and select Crafty font. Set the Height to 

25.00mm and click on Apply. (See the illustration below.) 

Place the letter above the snake design.
